Yvonõs Nip and Stitch

Many people are not able to tap into their 
gifts or their life-long career before the legal age 
to drive.  But, that was not the case with NHCI 
member, Yvon Myers.  Her grandmother began 
teaching her how to sew at the age of seven, and 
she has not stopped since then. 

In junior high school, the young seamstress 
sewed everything by hand including her own band 
uniform!  For many years, Yvon worked from 
home and part-time for a local seamstress.  That 
changed the year she walked into the beginning of 
her destiny. 

In November 1997, Yvon repeatedly recalls 
hearing Bishop Crudup preach two things that

You may catch a 
glimpse of the 80 year old and his 
devoted wife of 58 years, Vera Mae 
one Sunday out of the month 
worshipping at New Horizon 
Church.  Then, the father of eight is 
back on the road again, promoting 
one of several organizations he and 
his wife founded called the 
Christian Community Development 
Association, which has more than 
1,000 members.

The son of a sharecropper, Dr. 
Perkins grew up in New Hebron, 
Mississippi amidst dire poverty.  He 
fled Mississippi for California when 
he was 17, after the town marshal 
murdered his older brother.  Dr. 
Perkins vowed to never return.  In 
1960 he gave his life to Christ and 
returned to Mendenhall, 
Mississippi where he shared the 
gospel.  His involvement in civil 
rights demonstrations led to 
repeated harassments, beatings 
and imprisonment.  The outspoken, 
determined leader continued to 
persevere and founded Voice of 
Calvary Ministries in Mendenhall.  
The Christian community 
development ministry started a 
church, health center, leadership 
development program, thrift store, 
low-income housing development 
and training center. 
 

In 1982, Dr. Perkins returned to 
Pasadena, California, where he and 
his wife founded Harambee 
Christian Family Center, which 
offers after school tutoring, bible 
clubs, an award-winning 
technology center, summer day 

camp, youth internship programs 
and a college scholarship program, 
later a school was created.  The 
following year, the John M. Perkins 
Foundation for Reconciliation and 
Development, Inc. was established 
to advance the principles of 
Christian community development 
and racial reconciliation throughout 
the world. 
 

In 1996, Dr. Perkins returned to 
Jackson, Mississippi and brought 
the foundation with him.  He now 
works to help West Jackson reflect 
the kingdom of God through 
families and children in the 
neighborhood.  Recently he opened 
two homes for Jackson State 
University students: one for males 
and one for females, to encourage 
spiritual and moral integrity as they 
prepare for the workplace.  Despite 
dropping out of school in the third 
grade, Dr. Perkins has received 
honorary doctorates from nine 
colleges including Wheaton College 
and Belhaven College.  Two centers 
bear his name and promote the 
work he has so tirelessly devoted 
his life to: one  in Seattle 
Washington and Stanford the other 
in Berkley, California. 
 

Dr. Perkins is a great example of 
what our lives can be when we give 
our all to GOD.  Thank you Dr. 
Perkins for your commitment and 
sacrifice.

In these hard economic times, it is 
understandable to want to hang on to every 
spare penny that we have. Bills are increasing and pay 
checks seem to be shrinking; add on the extra cost of 
everyday living and even the most loyal and faithful of 
us can become discouraged. But, God tells us: "Do not 
let your hearts be troubled, trust in God; trust also in 
me. (John 14:1)  That is why the commitments we 
make must become more important to us than the 
money we work so hard to earn everyday. Whether 
our commitments are to God, our children, families, 
friends, jobs, ourselves, or the church, we must 
remember that honoring our financial commitments is 
what makes us truly blessed.
